Villa Anita has the most wonderful location overlooking a beautiful calm bay of Postira on the sought after Island of Brac. It is a
peaceful spot and surrounded by pine trees and just a 300 metre stroll to the centre of the village. Postira itself is a
quintessential small Croatian fishing village with charming narrow streets and old stone houses around the harbour. There are
plenty of sweet little beaches to while away the days and in the village there are supermarkets, a bakery, butcher, several
restaurants and cafes, bank and a post office, as well as a few little galleries! And as you would expect in a real little fishing
village, fresh fish can be bought directly from local fishermen!

One of the best ways to explore Postira is by bike, and you can hire them from a nearby hotel! Starting from the sea edge at
Villa Anita you can make your way along the coast to the village centre and on to the sandy beach Lovrecina (3km), or you can
turn inland and cross countryside, cycling through vineyards and orchards to a small village.

The villa is made up of two x two bedroom apartments with double and twin beds, on the 1st floor (equipped wth washing
machine), nicely furnished living rooms with SAT/TV and pull out sofa beds, dining rooms with fully equipped modern kitchen
(dishwasher, hob, coffee machine, fridge/freezer), balconie with seating and magnificent sea views, private parking and BBQ.
And a studio on the ground floor which has it's own little terrace and is perfect for two.
