Villa Bosanka sits just above the old town of Dubrovnik in a pretty, typical Croatian village called Bosanka! It is actually mentioned in the 
French ñRoutardò guide book and in Jonathan Bousfield's "Rough Guide to Croatia" - This is a haven of calm, away from the hustle and 
bustle but yet only 10 minutes drive from the old town of Dubrovnik (an obvious must see with lots going on) and the beautiful beaches of 
Mlini and Kupari. 

 The peaceful rural surroundings make a great setting for hiking, cycling, or simply driving from one viewpoint to another to take breathtaking 
photographs (the area sits directly above the old town of Dubrovnik and so the views are amazing!). Families  can enjoy the sight of goats, 
chickens and lambs grazing happily. Children can play safely and freely among  open  spaces and trees and one of life's biggest hassles, 
parking, simply doesn't exist here as there is endless space. You can cycle here easily and there is a little local restaurant "Konoba 
Dubrava" just a 5 minute walk away for when you don't want to cook. You will fall in love with Bosanka village! 
 
The villa is made up of 5 apartments and can be rented all together by one group or as individual apartments. All apartments have their own 
bathrooms with a shower and a kitchenette, most have a balcony or terrace.  
 
There is plenty of communal space outside in the large garden - A large terrace around the house offers plenty of space to enjoy the 
sunshine and fresh air, and the fresh water pool provides refreshment on hot summer days. And a summer kitchen and a BBQ area make it 
a great place to relax into the evening.
