Villa Cava, Island of Brac, Split Riviera

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Description

Villa Cava was inspired by the beauty, nature and hospitality of the island of Brac. The villa captures its spirit - sea and island
vistas, fragrant gardens, local Brac stonework and open-air living. The villa was designed to enable its guests to have fantastic
holidays with friends and family - spacious living areas, poolside terrace, indoor/ al-fresco dining...

The villa's distinctive touches are its Brac stone sinks, terraces, fireplaces, outdoor kitchen and large windows overlooking the
bay. Its garden scents - jasmine, bougainvillea, lavender, rosemary and pine — complete the package. The villa is situated in
one of the most desirable bays on the Adriatic. The fishing village of Milna is within walking distance, less than 2 kilometers

away, with an outdoor market, fresh fish direct from the fishermen, grocery shop, konobas (traditional local eateries),
restaurants and beaches.

Out of respect for the environment, Villa Cava has been built as a solar powered house with a back up generator.

Sleeps: The villa sleeps 10 people with up to 12 upon request.

DOWNSTAIRS: 2 bedrooms (1 twin & 1 double), bathroom with shower, spacious living room with fireplace, fully
equipped kitchen (with stone sink and counter top, electric oven, gas stove top, refrigerator and dishwasher), dining
area with table for 12, large terraces with sea views, library, games, large flat screen HDTV, DVD player, DVD library
UPSTAIRS: 2 Bedrooms (both double), bathroom with shower, drinks kitchen with stone sink and counter top and
refrigerator, sizable living room with stone fireplace, dining area with table for 8, balcony with sea view
ATTIC SUITE: double bedroom with ensuite bathroom, sitting room, dormer windows
OUTDOOR: 500 m2 of outdoor living space (with pool, terraces, sun decks, garden and views of the sea), swimming
pool (round pool, about 22 square meters and 1 1/2 meters deep) with large surrounding terrace, shaded with sails,
outdoor kitchen and BBQ , outdoor dining areas, with large dining table for 12 or more people
AMENITIES: mooring for small boat, 2 Fireplaces, 1 flat screen HDTV on ground floor, DVD player and DVD library,
games and library, dish washer, kayaks

Car recommended: yes (Please Note: access to the villa is a stony/partially paved track and is quite steep)

Appliances

The villa runs on solar power with a generator for back up. The generator is connected to larger, high wattage appliances and is
required to power them. It is also used to recharge solar batteries if they become depleted;

-The solar power fuels low wattage appliances including 2 high efficiency refrigerators, 32" LCD TV/DVD player, pool pump,
house water pump, fans, vacuum, iPod dock and a combination of fluorescent/LED lights. It will also run such items as
laptops, cameras, phones and similar items guests might bring with them.

-The generator is required to power high wattage appliances and is therefore connected directly to the electric oven (stove top is
gas fueled, does not require generator), dishwasher and hot water boiler* (* only required when hot water is depleted and there
is no sun to heat water solar panels) — these are connected directly to the generator.

Please Note: High wattage appliances such as hair dryers, toasters, coffee machines, electric kettles, irons, and other
appliances which have heating elements/coils cannot be used in the property. Use of such high wattage appliances will deplete,
and can potentially damage, the batteries. Out of respect for neighbours, we would ask that guests do not use the generator
after 10pm or before 7am as it can disturb the neighbours. The solar battery power is sufficient to power lights, fans, fridges to a
normal night time level. Please ask for further information if required.



Facilities and Amenities Nearby
Beach: the property overlooks a pebble beach with access around 35 meters from house
Other beaches: several pebble beaches within walking or kayaking distance of the house
Shop: in Milna (2km), larger shops in Supetar town (28 km)
Restaurants and bars: within short distance in Milna village (2 km)
Bank: in Milna
Airport: Split or Zadar — then ferry to Brac Island
Car/Passenger ferry: Split - Supetar

The Island of Brac is the gateway to Dalmatia - its culture, its islands, its cuisine... For centuries, people have been drawn to
Brac for its artists, its stonework, its protected bays, its spectacular boating, its clear, clean water and its weather (they say the
best in all the Adriatic). The early farmers built paths criss-crossing the island, which are now great for hiking and biking. Today,
Brac is being rediscovered... Once covered in vineyards, the blight of the early 1900s destroyed wine production on Brac. Now
the vineyards are rapidly coming back and the traditional methods with them. While you are here, visit family “Konobas” to
sample the wine and olive oil in every village!
